“What is happening with the Book Sale2” is a question the Friends
of the Hockessin Library (FOHL) Board members are frequently
asked. Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, there has not been a
big sale for two years. There have been two pop-up sales held af the
library since it reopened, and these smaller sales have been quite
successful. The FOHL Board recently voted to continue with quarterly
sales held in the Hockessin Library Community Room in 2023.

Why was this decision made? One big reason was that it was
becoming more difficult to put on the big sale. The sale’s popularity
resulted in a problem with crowd control on the Member Only
Opening Night Sale. Limiting attendance on Thursday night pushed
the problem onto Friday moming. The second major reason was
that our volunteer base has gotten much older. The big sale is labor
infensive, with hundreds of volunteer hours required over six days.

Our next pop-up book sale will be held in the Hockessin Library
Community Room on Friday, June 3, 2022, from 10 am to 5 pm, and
Saturday, June 4, from 10 am to 4 pm. Volunteers to help with the
sale are needed and appreciated, so come out and help us spread
the love of reading.

Larry's commitment to the Hockessin Library began at the time when
the current library was planned and built. Beginning as a book sale
volunteer, Larry soon became chair of the Book Sale Committee

and later chaired the Reading Garden Project and the Scholarship
Committee. Larry’s work was recognized when he received the Red
Clay Volunteer Award in 2013 and in 2021 when the Hockessin
Library reading garden was named the Larry Thurrell Reading
Garden in his honor. FOHL President Geri Krolin-Taylor reflected,
"Larry was a vital member of the Friends of the Hockessin Library—for
his enthusiasm and vision for the group, his ability to bring in new
volunteers, and for growing the book sale—and he will be missed by
all who knew him.”

In addition to his dedication to the FOHL, Larry worked to advance
the mission of other local organizations including the Board of the
Hercules Country Club, Center for the Creative Arts, Red Clay Valley
Association, Friends of Auburn Heights Preserve, and New Castle
County Board of Elections.

The FOHL will remember Larry and his work on behalf of the
Hockessin Library and our community. His legacy is rich and lasting,
and we are grateful for it. Our sympathy goes out to his family, and
we thank them for sharing Larry with us. It was time well spent.

Eagle Scout Project Revitalizes
Book Donation Shed

My Eagle Scout Project gave me the opportunity to continue to
help the Friends of the Hockessin Library (FOHL)! | first worked with
the FOHL when | volunteered at the annual book sale to get some
service hours for my Citizenship in the Community Merit Badge. |
had a lot of fun and came back the next year, and then | started to
volunteer af the monthly book collections whenever | could. When
it was time for me to start looking for an Eagle Project, | wanted to
be able to give back to the FOHL since |'ve gotten so much out of
working with the organization.

The goal of my project was to make the monthly book donation shed
a safer and happier place for FOHL volunteers. My first work day
on the project was October 31, 2021. Over the next two months, |
replaced the dilapidated shed step with a ramp for easier and safer
access, added supports to the shelves inside, added a support beam
to the door frame to stabilize it, replaced the halogen lights with
more efficient LEDs, added an organization system for tools (such as
Exacto knives, sharpies, and pencils) inside the shed, and knocked
off the rot on the bottom of some of the shed siding. | sealed up the
gaps where the rot was removed, added decorative frim boards

to cover the repairs, finished off the shed edges nicely, and then
caulked and painted them. | repainted the entire shed and added
new green shutters. Additionally, | bought a carf to make it easier to

move books inside the shed. | completed my work on the shed on
December 31, 2021.

| am very thankful to the FOHL for the opportunity to complete

my Eagle project, to my Troop 50 Scouting community for their
assistance in helping me to plan and execute my project, and to my
friends and family for their work and guidance. | recently completed
work on my final merit badge and am now in the process of
submitting my application for my Eagle rank. | am looking forward to
serving Troop 50 and the FOHL in the near future as an Eagle Scout.

Mr. Miller, husband
to Barbara for whom the bench is in memory, shared stories about
his wife, sometimes tearing up, sometimes laughing, emotional with
appreciation for the kindness that went info this memorial.
